. Applicants with 40 or more transferable credits can be admitted in two ways: (1) Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 in all college-level coursework completed; mathematics and English are

recommended, but not required or (2) Cumulative GPA of 2.0 -2.49 with a minimum 2.0 GPA in highest level of precollege or college level English and minimum 2.0 GPA in Intermediate College Algebra
or any college level math class. Applicants with fewer than 40 transferable credits must have a cumulative 2.0 GPA in all college level course work and meet high school admissions or adult student

criteria.
