UW Seattle Updates  

 
UPDATE ONE: 
Starting Spring 2011, the University of Washington Seattle 
will not admit students for Spring Quarter.  This does not 
affect students planning to apply for Spring 2010.  This is not 
a cut in enrollment, so you still have the opportunity to 
transfer to UW, but it will need to be in the Fall or Winter 
Quarters. 
 
UPDATE TWO: UW Foster School of Business has a new 
website:  foster.washington.edu/undergrad and NEW 
REQUIREMENTS (see below): 
 

For Autumn 2010 (April 5, 2010 deadline) the Foster 

School of Business will now require: 

 A numerical grade for all prerequisite courses (i.e. an “S“ 

grade is not acceptable)  

Grade changes must be made prior to the application 
deadline. 

Students must have the equivalent of UW’s ACCTG 215 
completed by the time of application.  For South 
students, this means ACCT& 201 and ACCT& 202 must be 
completed when you apply.  Grades for the two classes 
will be averaged. 

UPDATE THREE:  Effective Spring Quarter 2010 the chemistry 

and biochemistry undergraduate programs will switch to 

competitive admission.  See departmental websites for 

prerequisite and application information.
