Per transfer agreements with four-year Washington State colleges 
and universities, proof of proficiency in intermediate algebra is a 
prerequisite requirement to the AA Degree.  This proficiency 
requirement may be satisfied by: 

• Completion of high school mathematics at a level 
equivalent to intermediate algebra or higher (unofficial 
transcripts required) 

o Second-year algebra must be completed with a 
minimum 2.0 grade. 

o The first algebra course may be completed in 
junior high school, if the second-year algebra 
course is completed in secondary school. 

o Arithmetic, pre-algebra, business math and 
statistics will not count toward the requirement. 

• Completion of intermediate algebra � MAT 098 with a 
minimum 2.0 GPA. 

• Completion of MAT 107* with a minimum 2.0 GPA. 
• Completion of one of the following mathematics courses: 

MAT 102, 116, 117, 120, 124, 224, or 238 with any passing 
grade.
